Call to order by Chairman Horton.

Vote on Minutes from July 10, 2006

Dave moves to accept Minutes of July 10, 2006

Susannah seconds the motion

Any discussion?  Bill states he would like the Minutes corrected to reflect the proper wording of Item #7 in the Conditions of Approval for Fieldcrest Estates, which is the Todd Harvey subdivision, approved on July 10th, 2006.

Dave amends his motion to approve the Minutes with Item #7 of the Conditions of Approval for Fieldcrest Estates to read:

“7. Residential Sprinkler systems are required for all dwellings in the subdivision in accordance with requirements of the Casco Fire Department.  The CEO shall not issue an occupancy for any house until the homeowner has presented sufficient documentation from a duly certified professional (not the homeowner) indicating that the required sprinkler system has been installed and inspected to applicable standards.  This documentation shall be from a duly certified professional in a form acceptable to the CEO.   The first business day of each year, such as January 2nd, each homeowner shall be responsible for providing the Casco CEO with a certificate from a duly certified licensed sprinkler system installer/ inspector indicating that their residence has been tested in accordance with professionally accepted practices and has passed said test.  In the event that a house does not pass said test, the CEO, working in conjunction with the Casco Fire Department, shall have the authority to determine the necessary steps to correct the situation.  All inspections or repairs necessary to meet this requirement shall be performed at the expense of the individual homeowner.”

Susannah seconds the Motion as amended

John Cleveland informs the Board that Tim is not present as yet and if the Board wishes to address the next Agenda item, first it is fine with him.

The Board states it will take the next item on the Agenda out of order.

Lawrence Gould Realty Trust/ Point Sebago

Phil Brackett is representing Point Sebago in their request to move a lot line between Lot 1300 and Lot 1090.

Phil informs the Board this change does not affect any other lots and Lot 1300 is still owned by the applicant and is not developed.  No set backs are affected by this change.

The Board asks the reason why the lot line change is being requested.

Phil informs the purchaser of Lot 1090, Mr. Ragucci, believed the lot line was further down when he committed to buying the lot and applicant is merely making this change to accommodate Mr. Ragucci.

Susannah moves to approve the request by Lawrence Gould Casco Realty Trust to change the lot line between lots 1090 and 1300 on Deer Run in the Point Sebago Resort by moving the lot line ten (10) feet to the northwest as shown on the plan entitled "Revised lots 1090 & 1300 Deer Run Club Sebago, Casco, Maine compiled by Sawyer Engineering & Surveying Inc. of Bridgton, Maine dated 7/13/06 with the condition that all prior applicable conditions and standards are still in effect.

The Board takes a short break to sign the mylars for the above matter.

The Board addresses the previous item on the Agenda regarding application for minor subdivision submitted by Tim Morse.

John Cleveland informs the Board the applicant has new maps to submit to the Board for discussion this evening.  However, they do not have the requisite number of 15 at this time.

The Board, applicant and applicant’s representative begin a cursory review of the new proposed map.

John informs they have deleted a lot, realigned the lot lines and changed a few dimensions.  In so doing they have been able to keep the original requested number of lots although they are a bit smaller now each lot is still over 2 acres.  The hammerhead has been relocated on the right hand side of the roadway and it is shown on the map.  In working out this configuration for the subdivisions they have also gotten the road grades to 9% or less with the exception of the areas above the subdivision.

Bill asks to go back to look at Lot 7 and asks how much road frontage there is for that parcel.

John states there is 200+ feet.  Dave states there is an incline to the frontage on that lot is all.  Doug states by his calculation there is approximately 230’ of frontage.

Bill asks if there will be well and septic on each parcel.  John states there will, however, they have not done new test pits as yet.

Susannah moves to remove the application from the table.

Dave seconds.

Bill states now that we have everything under 9% grade, do we have any other questions for the applicant at this time?

Doug asks if the applicant is going to be asking for waivers on the shoulders of the road.  Tim states there is 100’ before the hammerhead that does not have the 6’ shoulders and if that could have a waiver would be great.

The Board discusses this and informs the applicant they would like this matter addressed by the Road Commissioner and will follow his guidance on the issue.  Tim informs the Board he could move the ditch if necessary, but he will wait for the input to the Board by the Road Commissioner.

Elwin informs the applicant that the E-911 system requires that any road or driveway with two or more houses on it must have a street name.

Doug informs the Board there will be an easement from Lot 2 to get to Lot 1 as well as an easement from Lot 1 to Lot 2, both needing to be 50’ wide.

The Board discusses the status of the new submission and the road shoulder issue again and informs the applicant they can proceed with a formal application for preliminary approval pending input from the Road Commissioner on the shoulders.  The Board also informs the applicant they are awaiting input from the Road Commissioner regarding the Certification submitted on the construction of the existing road.
John asks if they now have a complete application.  Doug states he is of the opinion it has not been reviewed for completeness.  Elwin informs test pits are a condition of completeness, therefore, it is not complete.

Tim asks the Board if they foresee anything to stop the approval.  Doug advises DEP approval might as the Board can’t make a Final approval until they receive DEP’s approval of the project.  Doug reminds the Board that this application only requires Stormwater approval from DEP.

Susannah moves to table this matter until the September meeting.

Dave seconds.
