Chief, John Small, reports on Casco Fire Department (CFD) business.  CFD continues to work on regionalization with Raymond, Naples and surrounding areas with regard to dispatch services.  Naples appears to be on board with the idea, Raymond has not committed at this time.  Also being considered for joining this regionalization effort is Otisfield.

The CFD Truck Committee is working on specifications for a new engine truck to replace Engine 4, which comes up for replacement shortly.

Currently, Naples Dispatch Center services are being observed and reviewed in an effort to improve the service we are getting for both Casco Fire and Rescue departments  It appears that improved training could be the key to a more professional and efficient service for Casco Fire and Rescue services if dispatch services are to remain with Naples.

Irene reports that the Red Cross will do a public informational forum regarding the flu pandemic.  The committee can provide her with a date and she will set the event up.  This event will be for the general public as well as emergency service personnel.  The length of the event could be approximately 3 hours.

A handout from the Town of Bridgton regarding emergency preparedness was distributed as reference to what we might include with some of our pandemic information.  Tracy will review the handout and see what kind of relevant information might be included with our pamphlet.
