Tracy showed the committee the rough draft of the brochure/mailer she created on ATV rules.  A review of facts in the brochure should be verified/confirmed before we publish any material:

~ The ATV travel yardage needs to be verified with the rules/regulations book.

~Age requirements for driving alone & certification requirements.

~Owner/rider liability – the notes from the public meeting contradicted themselves.

~Contact information (will be) included on the final product for grievances & club activity.  Sue suggests we look in to phone stickers with the numbers on them so people can have easy access when problems occur.

Motion to approve minutes from the last meeting, seconded and approved.  

There was a brief discussion about attendance to this committee and the “by-laws” about missing 3 or more consecutive meetings.  At this time, we do have a couple members that have missed 3 consecutive meetings and it might be warranted to make contact with these individuals to confirm their interest in serving on this committee.  

Kevin contacted law enforcement agencies regarding how to pursue a complaint against ATV abuse.  He reports that the Gray State Police barracks should be the central point of contact for complaints and we should encourage people to call that number.  These calls will be logged in and dispatched accordingly at local/Game Warden levels making complaint statistics more readily available for future evaluation.  That number is: 1-800-482-0730 or (locally) 657-3030.  This will appear on our brochure/mailer.

Also for consideration might be to include information on how a land-owner grants permission/access to a specified piece of land on their property (i.e. contact info, how-to, laws that protect, etc.).  All relevant information will be added/modified and Tracy will bring a new draft to the next meeting.

Sue had some input from Tom that he wanted to cover:  

Questions about the speed trailer:

1) do we want to submit for usage again? – not at this time, it’s doubtful with the waiting list we would get it for a while yet.

2) are there benefits to owning a machine? – benefit: more statistics to support increased law enforcement coverage of hot spots?  It is suggested that it might be more cost effective to consider purchasing a radar gun* for Carroll than to purchase a speed trailer.  One of the issues with owning the speed trailer would be moving it around, finding some one to manage maintenance, etc.   

*Other areas of consideration with purchasing a radar gun would be the cost of training and certification and the extra expense for Carroll to attend court for ticket issues.  Kevin will research the +/- of having a radar gun and give a report to the committee. 

Another mention on the speed issue was whether we should contact CCS to ask for support in setting up a license check here in Casco.  The committee believes this is a good idea and Sue will contact Bill Rhodes for more information.  (sidebar – there was a recent check in Windham which affected many Casco and surrounding area residents already, overkill at this point?)

Question: are there any more Saturday workshops planned? – wait for more info from Tom. 

Sue discussed a new CCS in the area, his name is Reagan.  He has been actively involved in the community in other areas he’s lived in and Sue will talk with him about his interest in the Casco PSC.

Motion to adjourn was made, seconded and approved at 8:20p.
