The Board of Selectmen moved, seconded and unanimously voted to approve the minutes, as amended, of the May 15, 2007 meeting.  Susan Witonis noted that on Page 2, next to the last paragraph, should have read “Fishing Derby” not “Brew Fest”.
Public Participation And Comment

-
Dennis Martin, Casco Fire Department, was in to ask if there was an article on the Town Meeting warrant for the new fire truck.  Town Manager David Morton said that the fire truck and a rescue vehicle are on the warrant.

Old Business
-
Town Manager David Morton updated the Board of Selectmen on road repairs.  Morton said that the Libby Road culvert, the washout has been repaired, the road bed has been reset and two more culverts have been installed.  This should be adequate for a 100 year storm event.  Edwards Road has been done, however there is still shoulder work to be done on Edwards Road, Mayberry Hill Road and Quaker Ridge Road.  $190,000 has been expended to date and Cooks Mills Bridge has not been started yet.  Morton is working with FEMA and will be making out the paperwork to start receiving reimbursements.  Calvin Nutting asked what the result was of the conversation with FEMA regarding the Crooked River Bridge.  Morton said that FEMA would fund removal of the debris in the water and that Town of Casco’s share of the removal would be 10%.  There was discussion on if there were any limits on the funding and Morton said that as we do not have a public works crew and we contract out the work we can submit bills to be paid.
New Business
-
Jonathan Cosgrove presented his proposal for his Eagle Scout project in Webbs Mills.  Jonathan’s proposal would be to do plantings and enhancements to the park.  He will be contacting the local businesses for possible funding and materials.  Barbara York thought it was a great idea but was concerned that it might get destroyed.  Town Manager David Morton said that the more attractive the park, more people will use it and, perhaps, deter some of the vandalism.  The Board of Selectmen moved (York), seconded (Witonis) and unanimously voted to approve going ahead with the project.  The Board authorized Town Manager Morton to approve any minor changes in the plan, if necessary.

Town Manager David Morton reviewed the placement of the Veterans’ Memorial on the Village Green as he had discussed with Elinor Mains, Chair of the Veterans’ Memorial Committee.  There was discussion on landscaping around the memorial and setting the stone that is over by the old Town Office on the Village Green.  Gil Avery asked if there is an article on the Town Meeting Warrant for the Veterans’ Memorial and Morton indicated that there was an article.  The Board of Selectmen moved (York), seconded (Nutting) and unanimously voted to go ahead with the setting of the Veterans’ Memorial on the Village Green.
Other Business
-
Susan Witonis said that she had noticed in the Bridgton News last week that tickets for the Brew Fest in September were already on sale.  She noted that the application for a Mass Gathering Permit for that event had not yet come before the Board of Selectmen.  Town Manager David Morton indicated that the application would come in prior to the event.
The Board of Selectmen moved (York), seconded (Witonis) and unanimously voted to adjourn at 7:30 p.m.
