The Board of Selectmen moved (York), seconded (Nutting) and unanimously voted to approve the minutes of the May 27, 2008 Board of Selectmen’s meeting.

Old Business
-
The Board of Selectmen reviewed and signed the June 2008 Town Meeting warrant.
-
It was noted that the representatives from the Maine Department of Transportation were not present to discuss the Naples bridge project.  Town Manager David Morton said there may have been a mix up on the dates.

The Board of Selectmen reviewed committee appointments.  There was discussion on the various boards and committees and that more members were needed on the Public Safety Committee and the Conservation Committee.  
A new Comprehensive Plan Committee will need to be appointed.  Pam Edwards, Barbara York and Georgette Burgess have indicated they would like to be reappointed to the Comprehensive Plan Committee.  Susannah Swihart and David Morton do not wish to be reappointed. 
The Recreation Committee would like to have Joanne Ridlon appointed to the committee.  The Board of Selectmen would like to meet with Ms. Ridlon prior to making that appointment.  Town Manager Morton will contact Ms. Ridlon to ask her to meet with the Board.
Barbara York said she would like to see Derby Cartmill, Norman Heald and Roger Nute contacted to see if they would be interested in serving on any of the committees.  Town Manager Morton suggested that the Board make personal requests of people they would like to have appointed, bring the names back to a meeting and then invite them to meet with the Board.    

Chair Susan Witonis called for a vote on the list of committee appointments.  Town Manager David Morton noted this does not include Joanne Ridlon or Frank Braman.  The Board of Selectmen moved (York), seconded (Gerry) and unanimously voted to approve the list of committee appointments with the exception of Joanne Ridlon and Frank Braman.

New Business

-
The Board of Selectmen discussed the meeting calendar and Town Office year end closing.  Following discussion, the Board of Selectmen moved (York), seconded (Gerry) and unanimously voted that the Town Office will be closed on June 30, 2008 for year end and will be closed on July 4 and 5, 2008 for the fourth of July holiday.  

There will be no Board of Selectmen’s meeting on July 15, 2008.  Town Manager Morton will be away that week.
It was noted that Susan Witonis will not be at the meetings on June 24th and July 1st and James Gerry will not be at the meetings on July 22nd and July 29th.

The Board of Selectmen reviewed two applications for Mass Gathering Permits.

The Board of Selectmen moved (York), seconded (Gerry) and unanimously voted to approve an application by the Sebago Lake Rotary Club for a poker run and boat house brew fest on July 19, 2008 from 4:00 p.m. to 10:00 p.m. and authorized the Town Manager to sign the permit for the Board of Selectmen.

2.
The Board of Selectmen moved (York), seconded (Gerry) and unanimously voted to approve an application by Casco Fire Association for Casco Days and authorized the Town Manager to sign the permit for the Board of Selectmen.
Public Participation And Comment

There was no public participation or comment.

Other Business

-
Paul Edes asked Town Manager Morton if Mr. Hale had been contacted regarding the old fire barn in Webbs Mills that had collapsed this past winter.  Morton said that Mr. Hale had been contacted and that he would like to give the lot to the Town of Casco.  Hale may offer to give us the property if we clean it up.  Morton said he did not know what it would cost but estimated clean up would be between $3,000 and $7,000.  There is no budget at this time to do clean up.  It would be a benefit for the Webbs Mills Community Hall to have the extra parking.  Morton indicated that if Mr. Hale does not clean up the lot, this item will come back to the Board for resolution.  Following discussion, the Board of Selectmen moved (York), seconded (Nutting) and unanimously voted to advise Mr. Hale that the town would accept the property if it were cleaned up at his expense and authorized the Town Manager to enter into an agreement with Mr. Hale.

James Gerry thanked the Board of Selectmen and the Town Office staff for the fruit basket and condolences.

-
Carroll Morton brought up that the times and rules for the town beaches need to be posted.  The sign at the Webbs Mills beach is missing.  Town Manager Morton will get new signs for the beaches.

-
James Gerry asked the status the new development on Quaker Ridge Road.  Town Manager Morton indicated that the developer has run into some trouble and there are only a couple of lots laid out.

-
Barbara York asked Town Manager Morton if the fire and rescue chiefs are notified when Deb Plummer contacts Bill Holmes regarding dispatch issues.  Morton indicated that a memo was sent to Deb Plummer.  Morton reviewed information on the call referenced and what County dispatch has done about the problem of errors in the directions given.  County has worked hard to get this corrected.  The state’s E911 software is the problem and it may have already been fixed.  Morton is concerned that this is happening in other places too, not just in Casco.  There was discussion on another recent call where wrong directions were given to the crew.  Morton said that we are fortunate that the crew recognized the error.  Morton would like to see some communications to Deb Plummer and have Plummer get back to us with the corrections.  There was more discussion on this item.  Morton indicated that Naples Town Manager Derek Goodine needs to be involved in these discussions.

Town Manager David Morton updated the Board of Selectmen on public safety regionalization discussions with the Naples and Raymond town managers.  There was discussion on a joint meeting with the Boards of Selectmen and who would be invited to participate.  
-
Calvin Nutting asked Town Manager Morton if he had heard any more information on the formation of the Dispatch Board.  Morton met with Derek Goodine last week and Gooding said he does not know.  They know when it was formed by not under whose authorization.
-
Wayne Baird was present to ask the Board of Selectmen to fix the ATV sign on Edes Falls Road.

-
Barbara York asked Holly Hancock when the church driveway will be paved.  Hancock said it is planned to be done before Casco Days.  The plan is to pave a pad.  The curb cut will not change.

The Board of Selectmen moved (Witonis), seconded (Gerry) and unanimously voted to adjourn at 8:45 p.m.
