The Board of Selectmen approved bills and signed warrants.
The Board of Selectmen moved (Edes), seconded (Nutting) and unanimously voted to approve the minutes of September 9, 2008, as written.

Town Manager David Morton advised the Board of Selectmen that there were three citizens’ petitions to come before the Board this evening.  The Board needs to understand that these petitions are now theirs.  They are the property and sole responsibility of the Board of Selectmen.  No one can tell the Board what to do; the decisions are entirely the Board of Selectmen’s.
The Board of Selectmen has multiple choices; they can accept the petitions as presented or reject the petitions because of legality or practicality.  The Board can choose to include an item of their own on the warrant if they reject a petition.  

It is not a simple process and Town Manager Morton suggested that as we go ahead that the Board must remember that positioning by people cannot change your decision.  The parties that have submitted petitions can go to court if they are not happy with your decision and can appeal the decision.  If the petitions go forward, it is a simple matter to accept them.  If the Board does not accept them Town Manager Morton suggested that the Board list the reasons.
Wayne Ward stated he wished he had known this before tonight.  He would have brought his attorney also.  Ward said there is nowhere in the law that the Board of Selectmen can refuse a citizens’ petition.  If you reject, you have to clearly state your reasons for rejection.  Ward would like to see those items put in the minutes.  If the petitions are rejected the citizens will appeal on those specific items.  

Robert Levesque stated that his petitions were entirely crafted by an attorney.  He said he would like to think the attorney has done his job correctly. 

*Petition 1:  Shall an ordinance entitled “Ordinance for Recall of Public Officials” be enacted.
-
Town Manager David Morton reviewed the petition information and noted that 162 approved signatures were required.  The total number of signatures submitted was 184.  Of the 184 signatures, 7 were rejected leaving a total of 177 approved signatures.  Town Manager Morton noted that the town attorney has reviewed this petition and has found no legal flaws with the petition and no issues of practical concern.  The town attorney only raised the question if the signatures were witnessed.
Calvin Nutting asked if Page 2, Paragraph 2 of Town Manager Morton’s memo, where it is talking about the Maine Municipal Association (MMA) elections manual certification that was given to circulators is the problem.  Morton answered that the certification did not demand that the circulator actually see the person sign.  The signatures on the petition appear valid.

Patricia Troy asked if this meant all elected officials, including the School Board and Transfer Station Council.  Robert Levesque stated that it meant only the Selectmen.  Ms. Troy responded to Levesque’s comments.  Town Manager David Morton explained that this would enact an ordinance to recall any elected official.  

Calvin Nutting said he had to assume that Title 30 specifies on what grounds the officials would be recalled.  Town Manager Morton said that it only refers to the ordinance.  Morton gave examples of why there could be a recall, i.e., someone did not like the color of your tie or etc.

Wayne Ward said he had researched the recall provisions and only by having an ordinance can you initiate a recall.

Carroll Morton moved to take a vote and accept Petition 1.  This motion was seconded by Susan Witonis.
There ensued discussion on the motion.  Patricia Troy was concerned about such an important document as this being done by a referendum vote.  

Town Manager Morton said that the second part to what we are doing this evening will require a recommendation by the Board to have it on a referendum or not.  To the extent where any of the petitions require financing, the Finance Committee will also have to make a recommendation.  In addition to that, there will have to be a public hearing on the petitions at least ten (10) days before the election. 

Carroll Morton said it is only common sense.  If you had an employee that really messed up you would want to fire him.  This will give the people the opportunity to do this.

Patricia Troy said that this form of government that we have now has worked well for the State of Maine and the country for several hundred years.  
Wayne Ward said that most other towns have an ordinance like this.  By doing this, you are starting to define that people can take the government into their hands.

Calvin Nutting said he finds this unnecessary.  He finds it unusual that, under this petition, 10% of the votes cast in the last gubernatorial election can recall for any reason.

Robert Levesque stated you may be glad that it is there some day.

Town Manager David Morton stated that these kinds of discussions are better served at a public hearing.  Town Manager Morton gave examples of how it would have been useful in the past but he also sees that it could be terribly abused.   Morton said that there is no sense trying to resolve those issues now.
A vote was called on the motion and the Board of Selectmen voted unanimously to accept the petition entitled “Ordinance for the Recall of Public Officials”.
*Petition 2:  Shall the Town of Casco appropriate a sum not to exceed $290,000 from the undesignated fund to conduct a full, complete and thorough revaluation, including the opportunity for actual inspection, of all real property in the Town of Casco?  
Town Manager David Morton reviewed the petition information and noted that 162 approved signatures were required.  The total number of signatures submitted was 186.  Of the 186 signatures, 11 were rejected leaving a total of 175 approved signatures.  Morton noted that the town attorney has reviewed the petition and has found several issues he has determined to be problematic.
1. Town Meeting is not the final authority in many areas of town government and assessing is one such area.  Town Meeting cannot direct the Assessor to change values for assessment purposes.  The Assessor is an agent of the state and in regards to establishment of value is not subordinate to the Board of Selectmen or Town Meeting.

2. The Casco Assessor does not believe we need another revaluation.

3. The Assessor alone makes the determination of the need for revaluations.

4. The process is designed specifically to not be a political process, hence the separation of responsibility between the Assessor, Selectmen and Town Meeting.

5. The petition calls for the revaluation of “real” property and does not mention personal property.  Strictly interpreted, this may violate the constitutional requirement for equitable treatment by not doing all properties.

In addition to issues that were identified as problematic by legal counsel, there are a number of practical issues.

1. Why would the town spend $290,000 for a revaluation when the current one has a ration independently certified by the State at 100% with an excellent quality rating?  A new revaluation would only be a trade down in quality.
2. A revaluation if not equal to or exceeding the quality of the current one could be rejected by the State.

3. A new revaluation serves no purpose if the Assessor does not determine a need.

Town Manager Morton noted that he had asked the Assessor if we needed a new revaluation and the Assessor said we do not.  The Board of Selectmen cannot tell the Assessor that he has to conduct a new revaluation.  Town Manager Morton noted that the petition did not include personal property in the wording just real property and that a revaluation that is not as good as the prior one just downgrades the valuation.
Robert Levesque said that the period in question that says we are 98% to 99% is approximately eighteen months old.  Levesque said that it will take some time and reports to let the Board see what he is talking about.  Levesque gave more information on the sales price and the valuation that Mr. O’Donnell put on the property.  Levesque challenged that report.

Town Manager Morton, with all due respect, said that Mr. Levesque is taking the wrong twist on the right information.  Town Manager Morton suggested that the Board ask the Maine Department of Revenue to come to a meeting and have them explain the report.  They looked at the revaluation figures and also figures a year after that.  Town Manager Morton gave more information on the State report and noted that information from the State is the measure on which all values are judged in the State of Maine.
Wayne Ward addressed the personal property issue.  Personal property can be a refrigerator, at TV, a tractor, etc.  What you usually get is a letter from the Assessor asking if you have any personal property you should declare.  We would be up in arms if few had to pay taxes on all those items.  They hit businesses because they can.  Ward gave information on how his personal property was assessed.

Town Manager David Morton said the town has several million dollars of equipment that we tax.  This includes machinery and fixtures in these establishments.  Robert Levesque said that this is minor compared to the real estate taxes.  Town Manager Morton stated that the issue is on fairness in taxation.

Town Manager Morton advised the Board of Selectmen that they can throw the petition out or put one of their own on the warrant if they choose.  Town Manager Morton asked if more problems will occur if the town were to vote yes, than if it were not on the warrant.

Carroll Morton asked if where the Assessor and the revaluation company are the same, isn’t that the same as the fox watching the chicken house.  Town Manager David Morton said that towns do this all the time and that you would get a better revaluation because you can hold the company and the Assessor responsible.  The Assessor ends up responsible no matter how you get the values.
John Carrigan stated that the Board of Selectmen is elected to represent the populace of the Town of Casco.  This petition is put before you to represent the populace of the Town of Casco.  You are not representing yourself.  We are only asking that this be put on a ballot for the town to vote on.  You represent the people of the Town of Casco.  As far as Mr. O’Donnell taking responsibility, he is not taking responsibility.  You cannot evaluate my property when you do not come and look at it.  Mr. Carrigan went over the errors that were made in valuing his property.  Let us vote it up or down.

Susan Witonis said what Mr. Carrigan is referring to is the information on the cards and asked if that was not there before O’Donnell’s.  Mr. Carrigan answered that that information was not on Assessor Ken Allen’s card.  Town Manager Morton said that Mr. Carrigan is right.  People were hired by O’Donnell to do the field work and, clearly, with Mr. Carrigan’s property they did not do a good job.
Wayne Ward noted that is why the state mandates that you hire an outside firm to do an audit.  You always want a check and balance. 

Robert Levesque commented that on the petition that was circulated, people probably gasped when they saw the figure of $290,000.  That figure was not to exceed that amount.  Mr. Levesque says he thinks it can be done for $100,000.  Some assessors do in house evaluations; however, most say they will not do that.  Mr. O’Donnell is only in the office one day a week.  His firm was paid to do the revaluation.  Most say they will not do in house revaluations anymore as it just burns them out.  If you have an outside firm who does the work and the Assessor just supervises the work then that is another layer of protection.  The Town of Casco did not get any of that.  Mr. Levesque noted that he has been here for thirty-five years.  This was not an in house revaluation; O’Donnell’s firm got paid to do the revaluation.  Trust your citizens.  It may be a tough sell, but let the citizens decide.
Jack Carroll said this one petition was handed out and on that page there were sixteen signatures that were not waterfront owners.  Let the people vote on it.

Calvin Nutting asked John Carrigan if he paid a tax bill based on the bill issued that included the errors.  Mr. Carrigan said that O’Donnell knocked off $5,000 on the valuation.

Carroll Morton asked why not do it now and get it over with.  Carroll Morton moved to accept the petition and put it on the warrant in November.  Town Manager David Morton clarified that Carroll Morton was just saying to put it on the warrant.  The petitioners have a good argument for letting the whole town decide.  Town Manager Morton suggested that when in doubt, side with the petitioners.  Another option is to accept the petition and put a recommendation on that we should not do a revaluation.  There are multiple options for the Board.  Susan Witonis seconded the motion with the caveat that the Board of Selectmen can put their recommendation on the warrant.  Calvin Nutting asked if the intent of the petition is that a certain firm has to do this revaluation.  Robert Levesque hopes it would go out to bid.  Nutting stated that there was a question of going to each and every property and he questions that if the revaluation company has to go to every property it will cost more than $290,000.  Robert Levesque discussed the Point Sebago properties and said that they might not have to go to each of those properties.  Nutting said that the Point Sebago owners would want the same thing that Mr. Levesque wants.  Mr. Levesque noted that there are 700 properties that have no buildings on them.  John Carrigan asked Nutting if he was that concerned when the revaluation was going on.  Nutting answered that he thought that all people had the same opportunity to have a hearing.  Mr. Carrigan said that during the hearings, O’Donnell did not budge on the figures.

A vote was called on the motion and the Board of Selectmen voted 3-1-0 to accept the petition to appropriate a sum not to exceed $290,000 from the undesignated fund to conduct a full, complete and thorough revaluation, including the opportunity for actual inspection, of all real property in the Town of Casco.  Carroll Morton, Calvin Nutting and Susan Witonis voted yes; Paul Edes voted no.
*Petition 3:  “Do you favor appropriating an amount not to exceed $122,350.00 from the “undesignated fund” to remove the old town office and leave only the post office located at 940 Meadow Rd. Casco, Me.  This work shall begin 30 days from the approval of this article and conclude 120 days after starting of the demolition.  Because this money has already been raised there will be no need to borrow any funds.  The audit on June 30, 2007 had over one million three hundred thousand dollars in this fund.  The following information supports the estimate cost in this article;

Town Manager David Morton reviewed the petition information and noted that the petition required 162 approved signatures.  The total number of signatures submitted was 212.  Of the 212 signatures 33 were rejected, leaving a total of 179 approved signatures.  Morton noted that the town attorney had reviewed the petition and no legal issues were identified, however there were practicality issues.
1. The town cannot comply with the 30 day requirement for demolition as there are no plans to bid.

2. No plans to secure utilities.

3. Price from contractors not documented.

4. The location of the Post Office and our contractual obligations to the Post Office.  We need plans to have the Post Office review and approve them.  Do we move the Post Office from 942 Meadow Road to 940 Meadow Road?
The big issues are that we cannot meet the 30 day start time and do the things the Board usually requires us to do.  

Susan Witonis noted there is no provision for the water situation.  Town Manager Morton said it is outlined but does not include the bank and the red barn.  Witonis asked if the price for the water included all three places that were not listed.  Wayne Ward said he had talked to a plumber and to Elwin Thorpe.  Elwin had said to leave the water system in place.  The plumber suggested to get rid of the boiler and get pressure tanks to supply the water.  Ward went over how this could be done.  Daisy chain your buildings under a pressure tank scenario.  Ward said he doesn’t know what it takes; the people have spoken.  Ward said that he had asked the exact address from the people in the office and they said 940 was the address.  Ward went over where his information came from and who provided it.  Ward said, by the way, when you put your article on the ballot, you put the wrong address on it.  If you want to not put it on the warrant, then go ahead.  Ward said he would take the town to court.  The Board is ignoring the will of the people.  Ward asked that the Board’s reasons for rejecting the article be put in the minutes.  
Town Manager David Morton said the old Town Office has always been at 940 Meadow Road and the Post Office at 942 Meadow Road.  This brings us back to the discussion on the town helping people write petitions, even including the town attorney.  The Board has several options if the Board wishes to have an article to take down the building.  You could take this petition and make some corrections and it would still give people the opportunity to vote on this.  We can’t do a bid process and start in 30 days.  Even if we put it out to bid as a destruction design we still have to go to the Post Office and get their approval and we still have to correct the address.  It literally says that the Post Office would be left and then moved to 940 Meadow Road.  The Board could reject it and put a revised article in its place or reject it and do nothing more.  The 45 days before election is up Saturday and we need to submit this to get absentee ballots 30 days before the election.  Patricia Troy said she is confused.  She asked if we wouldn’t have to have a vote to rescind what was voted at the June Town Meeting.  Town Manager Morton answered, “No”, that each subsequent Town Meeting can change previous actions at a prior Town Meeting.  
Recreation Director Beth Latsey said this petition really concerns her for the future of recreation.  If you take that building down the opportunity for recreation is gone.  You have the history of kids doing wonderful things in that building.  You are tearing down children’s lives and opportunities.  Latsey does not understand why we would want to tear that building down.  She is very concerned.  John Carrigan asked Ms. Latsey to please not forget the $750,000 to repair the building.

Kevin Hancock said he would like to take a minute to discuss what the friends of the Community Center have organized.  

Wayne Ward said we should stick to the subject regarding accepting or rejecting the petition.  Ward asked that it be reflected in the minutes that the Board is not following their own rules regarding points of order and that one public speaker is favored over another public speaker.

Susan Witonis disagreed with Ward and said she was going to allow Kevin Hancock to speak before the vote on the petition.

Kevin Hancock reviewed the information in a handout that he had given to the Board of Selectmen.  Hancock said that the friends of the Community Center will be active soon and is going to present an item for the January 2009 Town Meeting.  (See the article as written in Hancock’s handout.)  Hancock said we get lost in the petty fighting.  Hancock noted that the facility was closed in 2005 and he went over information on the timeline on the building and read from his prepared handout.  Hancock stated that only the most minor of technical errors caused the need for another vote.  There was discussion on the floor on the votes that were taken and that Hancock did not list the last vote that was taken on funding.  Hancock went over more information from the handout.

Hancock said that there was only one tennis court and basketball court in Casco.  Carroll Morton corrected that information and noted that there was a tennis court and a basketball court in South Casco on Libby Road.  Hancock said the citizens have voted on this on many occasions and they have spoken.  Hancock said they are prepared to bring this article to the Town Meeting in January and believe that most people in the Town of Casco think that a Community Center in Casco Village will be appropriate.  He said he is quite confident that the majority of the voters in this town will vote for this.  Town Manager David Morton appreciates Hancock’s remarks but that is something that should be done in public hearings.

Wayne Ward asked to have it in the record that Chairman Susan Witonis allowed Kevin Hancock to speak when she shut down other people on the other petitions and told them that it would be appropriate in the public hearings.

Town Manager David Morton reviewed what the Board’s options were regarding this petition.  Town Manager Morton suggested, for the Board’s consideration, what he thought was the intent of the petition, removed the sentence regarding the time frame and added the other locations for maintenance of the utilities as follows:

“Do you favor appropriating an amount not to exceed $122,350.00 from the “undesignated fund balance” to remove the old town office and gym at 940 Meadow Rd. Casco, Me., and leave only the post office located at 942 Meadow Rd.  Because this money has already been raised there will be no need to borrow any funds.  The audit on June 30, 2007 had over one million three hundred thousand dollars in this fund.  The following information supports the estimate cost in this article;

Wayne Ward noted that the address in one of the town ballots was 540 Meadow Road.  Ward asked why it was all right for the article the town put out to have the same error.  Ward said that if there is a clear message from the people, then he will be quiet and let the Board spend their money.  Ward had questions on who was going to be hired by Hancock’s group, what architect and what engineer.  There was more discussion on these items.  
Town Manager David Morton reiterated that the Board of Selectmen has to make a decision on the petition.  Town Manager Morton advised the Board that they had the option of accepting this petition or rejecting this petition and developing a new article.

Susan Witonis had a concern regarding the town attorney’s comments on the figures.  Town Manager Morton said the town can go out to bid and then see if the figures are right.  Town Manager Morton said he has no better numbers than these, other than the architect’s numbers.  Town Manager Morton advised that if the Board was going to go with the concept of the petitioners, or if the Board rejects the petition and put one in its place, you can keep it as much as possible the way it was presented.

Wayne Ward said he has no problem with the Board rejecting the petition if they go with Town Manager Morton’s recommendation.

Calvin Nutting stated that he has a problem that he did not know what was going on between Kevin Hancock and David Morton regarding the petition.  He thinks it is very unfortunate that he does not know what is going on until the eleventh hour. 
Calvin Nutting would accept this petition, limiting it to $120,000, not getting into the nitpicking on the address, and put it out to the voters.
Town Manager David Morton responded to Calvin Nutting’s concerns.  Town Manager Morton said one of the things he is required to do is help people with things like this.  If Wayne Ward had come to him he would have helped him with this petition.  Kevin Hancock’s information tonight is the first coming out of that information.  There is another petition coming out to save the building.  Town Manager Morton apologized for not making Calvin aware that there are other petitions out there.  It is not as simple as Calvin just said to address this petition.  This is the Board’s decision.  When we end tonight, the Board will need to give the final nod.
Calvin Nutting said that if he was assured that he knew what all the variables were he would be happy to make the motion.  Town Manager Morton noted that he had made the proposed modifications and he read them again for the Board.  If the Board’s intent is to do this, it is a two step process.

Wayne Ward said he would like Town Manager Morton’s changes incorporated into the meeting record.
John Carrigan felt that Kevin Hancock’s proposal should be on the June Town Meeting, not the January Town Meeting as a lot of the voters are not here in January.  Mr. Carrigan commented that it had not been mentioned that the funding for the building was taken away by a vote of the citizens of the Town of Casco.

Paul Edes wished to move to accept the changes to the petition.

Calvin Nutting moved to reject this article (Petition #3 to tear down the Community Center.) and, hand in hand with that, to move Town Manager Morton’s motion as read and move it forward to the November vote.  
Town Manager Morton advised, to protect the Board of Selectmen, the Board needs to list the reasons why you are rejecting the petition.

1. Unable to comply with the 30 day start date.
2. No plans to secure utilities.
3. Price from contractors not documented.

4. The location of the Post office and our contractual obligations to the Post Office.  We need plans to have the Post Office review and approve them.

Calvin Nutting moved that the Board of Selectmen reject Petition #3 as written for the reasons outlined by the Town Manager.   Paul seconded the motion.  A vote was taken on the motion and the petition was rejected by a vote of 3-1-0.  Nutting, Edes and C. Morton voted yes; Susan Witonis voted no.
Town Manager David Morton then read the article proposed by the Board of Selectmen to be placed on the November warrant.  

The Board of Selectmen moved (Nutting), seconded (Edes) and voted to approve the article as read by the Town Manager.  The vote was 3-1-0.

The Board of Selectmen then began discussions on their recommendations on all three petitions.  Their recommendations will appear on the warrant.

Petition 1:  Recall of elected officials.

Calvin Nutting feels there should be an outline of justifiable reasons.  Nutting said any legislation that he is familiar with has an outline of reasons for recall.  There should be some hierarchy of reason for removal from office.  Not in favor of the article as presented until standards are imposed.  
Paul Edes does not recommend this article.  He feels it is vague and the number of signatures should be higher.  Town Manager David Morton advised the Board that this formula is typical and is a formula that is used as part of the business of petitions.
Calvin Nutting moved that the Board of Selectmen is in opposition to this as written until a set of standards are in place.  Paul Edes seconded the motion.  There was discussion on the motion.  Carroll Morton thinks we do not need it.  A vote was taken and the Board of Selectmen voted 3-1-0 not to recommend this petition.
Petition 2:  Revaluation

The Board of Selectmen moved (Nutting), seconded (Edes) and voted that the Board of Selectmen recommends not supporting the revaluation petition as it could cost the town up to $290,000.  Nutting feels that this is reason enough as our ratios are 98% to 100%.  The vote was 3-1-0.  

Petition 3:  Removal of Community Center

The Board of Selectmen moved (C. Morton), seconded (Edes) and voted to recommend the article.  The vote was 3-1-0.

Public Participation And Comment:

Gilbert Avery requested that Barbara York be brought up to date on all the happenings.

-
Wayne Ward apologized again for being rude.

-
Kevin Hancock said he is actually surprised, confused and a little bit disappointed that the Board of Selectmen would endorse the plan to tear down the Community Center.  He can understand putting the petition forward; however he is quite surprised that they would endorse it. Hancock went over information on the prior Town Meeting votes.  The thing that is most troubling to him is the level of discourse that has developed in this town and that all of us should be embarrassed.

-
Wayne Ward responded that there is some justification for this discourse.  Ward went over what had happened with regard to the petitions that he had presented and that the Board of Selectmen had changed them.  If there is discourse, look in the mirror, don’t blame the citizens.  Ward spoke on the Special Town Meeting and noted that there was not much time to let people know what was going to be on the warrant.  Ward spoke on several issues regarding why there is discourse and said that it is the nitpicking of the citizen’s articles that has created discourse.  There will be more petitions and if the Board does not want to give information to its citizens he will see that information does go out.

Gilbert Avery read from a prepared statement in favor of the renovation of the Community Center.  Mr. Avery commented that the Memorial School is 60 some years old and will need repairs.  Mr. Avery also read a letter from a former Casco resident who now lives in Florida and who was in favor of the Community Center being restored.

Other Business:

-
Town Manager David Morton noted that the Finance Committee is meeting tomorrow evening to discuss the town articles that deal with the appropriation of funds and their recommendations will be included on the warrant.

-
Susan Witonis requested that it be noted on the ballot that there was one member of the Board of Selectmen absent tonight.
