The Board of Selectmen approved bills and signed warrants.

There was a presentation by Kevin Roch, Executive Director of ecomaine, regarding the state of affairs with the plant and general operation of the facility.  Kevin outlined a brief history of RWS then transforming into ecomaine.  He noted that the Town of Casco was an ownership community and that ecomaine is a quasi-municipal, not for profit and generates enough power to supply 15,000 homes per year.  Kevin noted that great improvements have been made organizationally with reorganization of the Board of Directors and the transformation from RWS to ecomaine.  That economic stability had been brought to the operation and that great improvements and expansions had been made in the area of single sort recycling.  There was an extended discussion period wherein the Board of Selectmen thanked Kevin for taking the time to come out to meet with them and provide this valuable update regarding the ecomaine facility and operations.

James Gerry spoke regarding concerns for including an option for voters on a ballot for consideration of the Town Hall project to include a third item which would provide for renovation or reconstruction.  James indicated he had had extensive discussions with Gil Avery and Gil had convinced him that this was an option that should be made available to voters.  There was an expanded discussion regarding the merits of reconstruction versus new construction.  Wayne Ward presented materials which he had researched in support of new construction.  

Other Business

Barbara York expressed an interest in pursuing water extraction ordinances and suggested that that may need to go back to the Conservation Committee or possibly the Public Safety Committee.  There ensued some discussion regarding where those considerations should go as both of those committees had sent those issues back to the Board of Selectmen.  There was no final resolution to this issue, however it appeared that the Board of Selectmen may do some further work regarding extraction ordinances and then ask the Public Safety Committee and the Conservation Committee to refine those ideas.

Town Manager David Morton noted that arrangements had been made with SAD 61 Superintendent Frank Gorham to attend a Casco Board of Selectmen’s meeting on January 29, 2008 for discussion regarding school district changes and updates.

Pat Troy raised an issue concerning a home in Cooks Mills and its general condition.  The Board of Selectmen requested the Town Manager to have the Code Enforcement Officer review.

There was also discussion regarding the Open Space Conservation Ordinance.  The Board of Selectmen requested that that be scheduled back on the agenda at some point in the future.
