2. Draft Maps of Proposed New Districts
Pam points out that the Riggs Road should be changed from Residential to Rural Residential.

Additional comments:

· What areas are to be Residential, Rural Residential & Village?

· Should Pike’s Corner be a Residential District or a Village District?

· The map shows a combination of both Residential and Village. There needs to be some kind of consistency.

· Some members like the idea of Pike’s Corner being marked as a Residential District.  

· Cook’s Mills should be listed as a Residential District and not a Village District.  This will not affect the Ryefield Mill, which is in a different district.
· There needs to be a definitive decision, as these changes will need to be presented at a public hearing.
Susannah makes the motion to eliminate Pike’s Corner as a Village District and change it to Residential District.

Dale seconds the motion.

Discussion to the motion:
There is general discussion about how much area there will end up being in village districts, and whether or not it will be enough. Both residential and village districts are considered growth areas, in terms of the Comprehensive Plan.

Dale states that there are five Village Districts, which he feels is excessive, and that there should be fewer.  


Pam asks if there is any more discussion?


There are no more comments.

Doug informs the Board that there should be further discussion and consensus on the number of Village Districts.

Trevor makes the motion to remove Cook’s Mills as a Village District, and to place it in a Residential District.

Trevor makes the motion to remove Webb’s Mills as a Village District, and to place it in a Residential District.

Dale seconds the motion.

Discussion:


Pam feels that Webb’s Mills is more of a Village than Pike’s Corner.

Dave informs the Board his concern is there will be fewer places for commercial development if this area is turned into a Residential District.  There could be a higher tax base.

Dale states that some of the Village Districts could be expanded.
